 You will get a firm quote for your 
Portrait Commission from the artist, a con-
tract will be signed, a partially refundable 
deposit paid, and your Portrait will be com-
pleted most often within 2 weeks ! Upon 
your acceptance of the artwork, the balance 
of the fee will be paid & your Portrait will be 
shipped to you!
